Bright sunshine hour is expected to be between 7.0 to 8.0 hours per day during this week.
Average of free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 2.75 mm to 3.75 mm per day.

e The depression over west central Bay & adjoining east central Bay moved westwards and weakened
into a well-marked low over west central Bay and adjoining area. It is likely to move west-
northwestwards and weaken gradually.

e Light (4-10 mm) rain/drizzle may occur at few places over southern part and one or two places
elsewhere over the country during the first half of this period.

e Weather may remain mainly dry over the country during the second half of this period.

e Day and night temperature may remain nearly unchanged over the country during the first half and
slight fall is expected over the country during the second half of this period.

e Weather condition of this week may be favourable for harvest of matured T. Amon and post harvest
operations.

No rainfall was recorded over the country during the period except at Teknaf, Sandwip & Rangamati in Chittagong
division. Maximum rainfall 20 mm was recorded at Teknaf in Chittagong division, which was 25% above normal and
minimum rainfall 01 mm was recorded at Rangamati in Chittagong division which was 93% below normal.

Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 31.2-34.0°C, Chittagong Division 30.4-34.6°C, Sylhet
Division 32.6-35.0°C, Rajshahi Division 30.5-33.8°C, Rangpur Division 30.5-32.1°C, Khulna Division 31.2-33.8°C and Barisal
Division31.5-33.2°C.

Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Madaripur in Dhaka Division 34.0°C at Sitakunda in Chittagong Division
34.6°C, at Sylhet in Sylhet Division 35.0°C, at Bogra in Rajshahi Division 33.8°C at Dinajpur in Rangpur Division 32.1°C at
Khulna in Khulna Division 33.8°C and at Bhola in Barisal Division 33.2°C.

Lowest minimum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 18.3-23.2°C, Chittagong Division 19.0-26.3°C, in Sylhet
Division 18.5-22.0°C, in Rajshahi Division 18.3-21.2°C, in Rangpur Division 18.3-20.8°C, in Khulna Division 18-21.6°C and
in Barisal Division 18.8-23.4°C

Extreme minimum temperature was recorded at Madaripur in Dhaka Division 18.3%C, at Comilla in Chittagong Division
19.0°C, at Srimongal in Sylhet Division 18.5°C, at Ishurdi in Rajshahi Division 18.3°C, at Dinajpur in Rangpur division
18.3%, at Chuadanga in Khulna Division 18.0 %C and at Bhola in Barisal Division 18.8°C.
