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Highlights:
Country average of bright sunshine hour was 5.96 hours per day during last week.

Country average of free water loss during the previous week was 3.70 mm per day.
Weather Forecast and Advisory for the Period of 09.10.2016 to 15.10.2016.

Bright sunshine hour is expected to be between 5.50 to 6.50 hours per day during this week.
Average of free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 3.0 mm to 4.0 mm per day.

e The axis of monsoon trough runs through Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Odisha, West
Bengal and thence northeastwards to Assam across central part of Bangladesh. One of its
associated troughs extends to Northwest Bay. Monsoon is fairly active over Bangladesh and weak
to moderate elsewhere over North Bay.

e Light (04-10 mm) to moderate (11-22 mm) rain/thunder shower may occur at most places over
Rangpur, Mymensingh, Dhaka, Rajshahi & Sylhet divisions and at many places elsewhere over the
country with a chance of moderately heavy (22-44 mm) to heavy (44-88 mm) falls at places during
this period.

e Rainfall may decrease during the second half of this period.

e Day and night temperatures of first half may decrease and it may increase the second half.
