e The axis of monsoon trough runs through Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal and
thence north-eastwards to Assam across central part of Bangladesh. One of its associated troughs
extends to North West Bay. Monsoon is less active over Bangladesh and moderate elsewhere over
North Bay.

e Light (4-10 mm) to moderate (10-22mm) rain/ thunder showers accompanied by temporary
gusty/squally wind may occur at many places over Sylhet, Rangpur, Chittagong divisions and
few places elsewhere over the country with a chance of isolated moderately heavy (22-44
mm) falls at Sylhet and coastal regions of the country during this period.

e Day and night temperature may remain nearly unchanged over the country during this
period.

e Weather of this week may be suitable for top dress of urea fertilizer for T. Amon crop.

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Short Weather Description, Period: 15.09.2013 to 21.09.2013

Under the influence of south west monsoon light to moderately heavy rainfall was recorded over the country during the period.

Maximum rainfall 191 mm was recorded at Rangamati in Chittagong division which was 235 % above normal and minimum
rainfall 4 mm was recorded at Bogra at Rajshahi division which 93 % below normal.

Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 3106-35.2°C Chittagong Division 30.2-35.6°C, Sylhet Division
33.5-35.5°C, Rajshahi Division 32.6-35.8°C, Rangpur Division 33.0-35.2°C Khulna Division 31.2-35.5°C and Barisal Division 29.8-
36.5°C.

Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Tangail & Mymensingh in Dhaka Division 35.2°C, at Chandpur in Chittagong
Division 35.6°C, at Sylbet in Sylhet Division 35.5°C, at Rajshahi in Rajshahi Division 35.8°C, at Dinajpur in Rangpur Division 35.2°C,
at Khulna in Khulna 35.5°C and at Barisal in Barisal Division 34.5°C.

Lowest minimum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 24.0—27.6°C, Chittagong Division 23.0—27.0°C, Sylhet Division 23.4-
26.8°C, Rajshahi Division 24.0-27.4°C, Rangpur Division 25.5-27.5°C, Khulna Division 23.5-27.0°C and Barisal Division 24.2-26.5°C

Extreme minimum temperature was recorded at Faridpur & Madaripur in Dhaka Division 24.0°C, at Kutubdia in Chittagong
Division 23.0°C, at Srimongal in Sylhet Division 23.4°C, at Ishurdi in Rajshahi Division 24.0°C, at Dinajpur in Rangpur division
25.5°C, at Khulna in Khulna Division 23.5 °Cand at Patuakhali in Barisal Division 24.2°C.
