Free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 3.50 mm to 4.50 mm per day. 
Bright sunshine hour during the next week is expected to be between 4.50 to 5.50 hrs per day. 
 

• Trough of monsoon axis runs through Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal and thence 

northeastwards to Assam across central part of Bangladesh. One of its associated troughs extends 

to Northwest Bay. Monsoon is fairly active over Bangladesh and moderate elsewhere over North 

Bay. 

• Under the influence of fairly active Southwest monsoon, Light (4 mm-10 mm) to moderate            

(10mm-22 mm) rain/thunder showers accompanied by temporary gusty or squally wind may occur 

at most places over the country with a chance of moderately heavy (22mm-44mm) to heavy 

(44mm-88mm) falls at places over Rangpur and Sylhet divisions during this period. 

• Farmers are requested to prepare T. Amon seedbed at comparatively high land/flood free area. 

• Farmers and concerned authorities are request to preserve late variety T. Amon seed to use for 

post flood plantation. 

• Maximum and minimum temperature of this week may remain nearly unchanged and near normal

Minimum rainfall 14 mm was recorded at Srimongal in Sylhet division, which was 83% below normal.
